1 The general principles are covering
iIndependency, professionalism, honesty and
Integrity of surveyors as well as the high
guality of their services and their
responsibility to future generations.
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Content of the code

1 Art 3 covers the Relationship to Recipients of
Services, including a recognition of the wider
responsibility of surveyors, the general
public, government and other stakeholders
and to their own professional status; the
similar responsiblilities of employees and
collaborators and professional indemnity
Insurance protection.
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Content of the code

1 Art 4 1s about the relationship with other
Surveyors, encouraging the development of a
common professional culture.

1 Art 5 covers professional qualification and
development;

1 Art 6 and 7 the monitoring and implementing
of the Code and the accessibility.
